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Section V. General Conditions of Contract

1. Scope of Contract

This Contract shall include all such items, although not specifically mentioned, that can be
reasonably inferred as being required for its completion as if such items were expressly
mentioned herein. All the provisions of RA No. 9184 and its 2016 revised IRR, includingthe
Generic Procurement Manual, and associated issuances, constitute the primary source for the
terms and conditions of the Contract, and thus, applicable in contract implementation. Herein
clauses shall serve as the secondary source for the terms and conditions of the Contract.

This is without prejudice to Sections 74.1 and 74.2 of the 2016 revised IRR of RA No. 9184
allowing the GPPB to amend the IRR, which shall be applied to all procurement activities,
the advertisement, posting, or invitation of which were issued after the effectivity of the said
amendment.

2. Sectional Completion of Works

If sectional completion is specified in the Special Conditions of Contract (SCC), references
in the Conditions of Contract to the Works, the Completion Date, and the Intended
Completion Date shall apply to any Section of the Works (other than references to the
Completion Date and Intended Completion Date for the whole of the Works).

3. Possession of Site

4. The Contractor’s Obligations

relevant qualifications and abilities are equal to or better than those of the personnel listed in
the Schedule.

5. Performance Security

Contract termination shall be initiated in case it is determined prima facie by the Procuring
Entity that the Contractor has engaged, before, or during the implementation of the contract,
in unlawful deeds and behaviors relative to contract acquisition and implementation, such as,
but not limited to corrupt, fraudulent, collusive, coercive, and obstructive practices as stated
in ITB Clause 4.

Dayworks

Subject to the guidelines on Variation Order in Annex “E” of the 2016 revised IRR of RA No.
9184, and if applicable as indicated in the SCC, the Dayworks rates in the Contractor’s Bid
shall be used for small additional amounts of work only when the Procuring Entity’s
Representative has given written instructions in advance for additional work to be paid for in
that way.

The Procuring Entity shall, upon a written request of the Contractor which shall be submitted
as a Contract document, make an advance payment to the Contractor in an amount not
exceeding fifteen percent (15%) of the total contract price, to be made in lump sum, or at the
most two installments according to a schedule specified in the SCC, subject to the
requirements in Annex “E” of the 2016 revised IRR of RA No. 9184.

3.1.2.4 Concrete Aggregates — Shall conform to “Specifications for Aggregates” (ASTM G33 latest
revision). Sand and gravel shall be well graded and free from any deleterious materials. Sand
and gravel shall be washed and crushed, respectively.
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3.1.2.5 Cement and aggregates shall be stored in a manner as to prevent their deterioration or the
intrusion of foreign matter Materials of deteriorated quality or which has been damaged shall
not be used for concrete. Cement whose quality is questionable shall be tested by standard
mortar test to determine its suitability for use.

3.1.3 MASONRY AND PLASTERING

3.1.3.1 Mortar of cells of CHB’s shall consist of one (1) part to cement to three (3) parts sand by
volume with sufficient water. It shall be workable cement-sand mixture attaining a 28" day
compressive strength of 1500 psi.

3.1.3.2 Vertical and horizontal reinforcements shall be provided in masonry. CHB walls shall be
reinforced as follows:
